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For All Young Children

· Individualized instruction/attention
· The child’s individual strengths and needs in each developmental area are the basis for teaching techniques. Activities are matched to each child’s developmental level and needs.
· Carefully sequenced series of tasks
· Teaching begins with tasks the child can already perform relatively well and gradually leads to more are more complex learning.
· Stimulation and awakening of senses
· Many young children need stimulation using the senses of smell and taste in addition to, or in place of, hearing or seeing in order to be aware of and respond to educational tasks.
· Thoughtful setup of environment
· Careful organization of space, selection of materials and activities, and use of a predictable daily routine help the child interact with the environment and other people.
· Immediate positive feedback
· Immediate recognition reinforces desirable behavior.
· One-on-one instruction in activities of daily living (ADLs) 

· The goal of instruction in ADLs such as eating, dressing, toileting is to help the child become as independent as possible.
